Racing Eligibility

 

The OSC welcomes all members and guests to participate in racing.  To be scored in an OSC race, one of the following provisions must be met:

 -The skipper is a Regular Member (comment: this would allow any Regular Member to skipper any boat)

 -The boat owner (or co-owner) is a Regular Member and on board during race (comment: this would allow anyone (OSC member or not) to skipper)

 -Fleet Championship events shall allow class fleet members to participate regardless of OSC membership status (comment: any fleet member may participate in fleet championship regardless if they’re an OSC member or not)

Guidelines for OSC Racing & Scoring ~ updated 6/2013
-Sail as many races as possible.  Sailors are here to sail, there should be no limits on number of races for a day or a series….unless otherwise agreed on.

-Race Committee and racers will adhere to the rules as prescribed by US Sailing.

-Racers should be respectful and courteous of other racers, the Race Committee, and the rules.

-These guidelines may be modified by the OSC Race Committee Chair or the OSC Commodore at anytime without much (if any) notice.   

-Above all, racing should be fun! 

Scoring Provisions:  provisions apply to all Series types
Handicap Calculation: convert finish time to minutes and 100ths of a minute…use the conversion chart on the handicap sheet.  Multiply converted times by Portsmouth Handicap Multiplier to get Corrected Time.  Lowest/shortest time wins.  There is a separate sheet with conversion chart and handicaps for One Design and Big Boats
Example for a Flying Scot in 6 knots:  Finish time is 1:05.30 = 65.5 X .9181 = 59.03.  59.03 is the Corrected Time.  

Class Scoring: straight up points scoring.  1st place = 1 point; 2nd = 2 points; etc.  Least points wins.
Series Description and Scoring:  OSC has two types of series 
Short Series:
Memorial Day, 4th of July One Design/Cruiser, Lawrence Cup, Hyde Bay One Design/Cruiser
Seasonal Series: Hawkeye Spring Series, Kingfisher Summer/Kingfisher Cruiser Series, Natty Bumpo Fall Series
Seasonal Series Scoring ~ Handicap and Class 

Short Series races count in the Seasonal Series scoring.  Glimmerglass, Hyde Bay and special regatta’s (Districts, etc) are exceptions and do not count toward Seasonal Series Scoring

Scoring is based on 60% of total races run.  
Example:  Summer Series has a total of 24 races.  60% of 24 = 14.4.  Round to 14 races.  Each skipper would be scored from their top 14 races.

If the skipper does not have enough races to reach the 60%, use DNS to bring skipper’s races up to total needed.  DNS points are calculated off total number of boats that have competed in the series, plus 1.

Any day that a boat races, but has a DNS/DNF/DSQ, score the DNS/DNF/DSQ based on number of boats racing that day, plus 1.
Short Series Scoring 

Sail as many races as possible.  Any Seasonal Series covering three days of racing shall allow 2 throwouts, excepting the Lawrence Cup (see below). 
Scoring is based on the first 2 races on any day.  Example: Saturday has 4 races and Sunday has 3 races.  For Short Series Scoring, use only the first 2 races of each day.  All races will apply toward the Seasonal Series.

Any day that a boat races, but has a DNS/DNF/DSQ, score the DNS/DNF/DSQ based on number of boats racing that day, plus 1.
If a boat races one day, but not on another, score the DNS’ on the day(s) they did not compete as total number of competitors in the series plus one

Lawrence Cup provisions
Sail as many races as possible

No throwouts

All races count toward final score

Tiebreaker provisions
Decided according to USSA Rules.  Whoever has the most number of 1st place finishes wins.  If this does not break the tie, move to whoever has the most number of 2nd place finishes.  Continue until tie is broken.
